° McKinney -Vento Liaison required in every
school district
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McKinney =\Vento Liaison Responsibiities

42 U.S.C. § 11432[g][6][ A]

Liaisons must ensure that:

0

Students experiencing homelessness:
° Are identified
° Are enrolled in school
° Receive educational services for which they are eligible, including early childhood education

Students and their families receive referrals to appropriate services, such as health, mental health, and housing
services

Parents and guardians are informed of educational and related opportunities available and are provided
opportunities to participate in the education of their children,

Notice on the educational rights of students experiencing homelessness is shared publicly in a manner that is
for families to understand

Enrollment disputes are mediated
Families are fully informed of all transportation services
School personnel receive professional development and support

Unaccompanied youth are enrolled, receive credit for full or partial coursework completed, and are informed and
receive verification of their independent student status for financial aid purposes
